18/1043 Shropshire Poppy Appeal Launch
        The	Clerk reported that she had received an email from Telford & Wrekin Council
        who are partnering with the community fund raiser for the Poppy Appeal to say 
        ‘Thank You’ to all those who served, sacrificed and changed our world.  
        To mark100 years since the end of the First World War Town and Parish 
        Councils are being asked to purchase a projector and Gobo (a filter) of a poppy 
        which can be projected on to buildings and landmarks during remembrance.

       RESOLVED – that the Parish Council agreed to purchase a projector and gobo
        for £125 to be used to commemorate the end of World War I.
