


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Thursday 24th November 2022 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny and Trevennor, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

22/86       Apologies were received from Cllr S Penny.  No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
22/87	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 18th August 2022, were agreed and signed as a true record. 
 
22/88	Planning. 
a) PA22/09534: Application for outline planning permission with all matters reserved for a dwelling on land north of Trethvor, Tresparrett, for Mr and Mrs Marshall. The councillors expressed concern at the size of the proposed building and that it could lead to further ribbon development, or be over-conspicuous in the landscape. It was not clear whether the site was within the building line. After some discussion the councillors agreed the following response to the consultation: That we oppose the application on the grounds that the site and the large proposed building are outside the local housing boundary, which in itself in the AONB conservation area, and may lead to ribbon development in the future. We consider that the slight existing structures on the land, near the boundary with Trethvor, do not constitute “previous development”.
b) General matters relating to planning. 

22/89	Finance
a) The financial statement had been circulated by email. It was agreed and adopted, and signed by the Chairman.
b) Authorisation of payments due to date. Cheque no. 100411 for £336.92 was issued to the clerk in remuneration.
c) The PRECEPT.  Cllr Trevennor had undertaken this calculation and showed a spreadsheet. Cheque no. 100412 for £35 was issued to Philip Pomeroy for grass cutting. 
d) The Bank account. The clerk is still not receiving bank statements from HSBC, despite Cllrs Trevennor and S Penny having sent in two forms. The former clerk Mr Conway sends on bank statements which are still going to his address. The clerk suggested that online banking might be a good direction to take.

22/90	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting, but there remained a Neighbourhood Development Plan survey. Cllr Trevennor took this on.

22/91	Reports. The Chairman reported that a small footbridge over the stream was reported to Cornwall Council as collapsed, but nothing has been done. He has now placed scaffolding and planks as a temporary measure.
Some tree planting has been done around the area by a local group, which the councillors agreed was good. 
The councillors were pleased with Mr Pomeroy’s work on grass cutting.
The WI have continued to maintain the telephone kiosk in Tresparrett and decorate it for seasonal events, Remembrance Day etc., and have also cleaned up and refurbished the parish noticeboard.
Cllr Trevennor has had three copies made of the A2 parish map, one for the hall, one for Marshgate shop and one for the Horseshoe Inn.

22/92	AOB, notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish. The CIL report is still outstanding. This sum of £495 should be spent on local amenities and needs, but not on consultation or services. The school adventure playground might be one beneficiary, and as the hall central heating had just broken down, the members felt that might be another area that could be helped with this grant.
