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Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Thursday 17th May 2018 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Elson, Cllrs Mason, Penny, Trevennor.  The Clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor was in attendance, and also Cornwall Council member Barry Jordan.

1. Welcome by the Chairman.  The Chairman Cllr Elson welcomed the attendees and Cllr Jordan.

2. Apologies and minutes.  There were no apologies.  The minutes of the previous Annual Parish Meeting had been read and signed at the meeting following the last Annual Meeting in 2017. 

3. Reports to the Parish:
a) The Parish Council Chairman’s Report.  Cllr Elson commented that Parish Council business had gone well during the year, and that no election had been necessary in the preceding year, which saved the council some expense.
b) County Councillor.  Cllr Barry Jordan reported that he has had an interesting year on Cornwall Council, and had maintained a good working relationship with the serving MP Scott Mann.  He told the meeting that the long awaited Camelford by-pass may go ahead after all, as the Minister plans to release £30 million for this purpose.  The work will take place between 2020 and 2022 using existing roads which will be upgraded.  He advised the members that the Community Networks have money to spend on local issues, with money left over from the previous year.  Speeding has been a real issue in the area, and training is available for community speed watch personnel, if villages are able to recruit teams of six people.   
c) Parish organisations.  Reports were heard from the Four Parishes magazine and the WI, which are both doing well, and Otterham School is progressing towards becoming an academy.  Bookings of the hall have been going well.

4. Consideration of parish matters not requiring prior notice.  Nothing was raised.   

5. Chairman’s closing address and thanks.  Cllr Elson thanked the attendees.  The meeting then closed at 8.05pm.

18/018      Apologies for absence/Declaration of interest.  There were no apologies.  Members completed Declaration of Interest forms to be returned to Cornwall Council. Return of election expenses forms were also completed. 

18/019      Election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Elson then stepped down from office.  Cllr Elson was proposed for Chairman by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Mason.  There being no further nominations, voting then took place and Cllr Elson was re-elected Chairman. Cllr Elson then proposed Cllr Langley in his absence as Vice-Chairman, seconded by Cllr Mason. There being no further nominations, voting took place and Cllr Trevennor.  Cllr Langley was elected as Vice-Chairman.

18/020      Minutes of the last meeting.  The minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting and PC Annual Meeting had been signed the following month.  The minutes of the last meeting held on 26th April 2018 were signed as a true record by the Chairman.

18/021	Review of the Standing Orders. These had been circulated before the meeting. Cllr Elson proposed re-adoption with no amendments, which was seconded by Cllr Trevennor and agreed.

18/022      Review of the Risk Assessment.  This had been circulated before the meeting.  The members re-adopted the document with the proviso that a form of words to cover GDPR legislation be added and the document re-adopted at the next meeting of the council.
The Clerk read a draft GDPR Privacy Policy notice, which was proposed by Cllr Elson, seconded by Cllr Trevennor and adopted.

18/023     General matters relating to planning.  Nothing to report.

18/024     Finance.
a) Annual financial statement to 31st March 2018.  The clerk showed the final cash spreadsheet for 31st March, which had been adopted at the previous meeting but brought for public interest. She also showed a cashbook spreadsheet for 17th May. 
b) Adoption of the financial statement. This had already been carried out.
c) Audit.  There had been a slight problem with the audit, which had been returned with no auditor’s signature.  The members agreed adoption of the AGAR and report as they stood, pending the clerk being able to return the documents to the auditor for completion. Only one notation appeared: that the conclusion of the audit had not been posted the previous year, and care must be taken to do so this year.  
d) Authorisation of payments due to date. The following cheques were issued and signed by Cllrs Elson and Mason: ch 100367 for £60 payment to Aalgaard-Renshaw for carrying out the internal audit; ch 100368 for £324.46 to BHIB for parish insurance, and ch 100369 for £28.11 to the clerk for hours worked.  Cllr Elson proposed that Cllrs Penny and Trevennor should arrange to become signatories for the bank account as soon as convenient, which was agreed.
  
18/025     The Triangle Green.  The clerk has received a map and instructions about services under the site, which she will forward to Cllrs Mason and Langley for passing to the fencing contractor Sam Breyley.

18/026	Correspondence was then received, including a notification that, because of concerns raised over GDPR legislation, the list of Enforcement Notices will no longer be sent to town and parish councils.
