The 6th June marked the 80th Anniversary of
D-Day, which was marked by both local and
national events. Preparations in the village began in
May with the relocation of the beacon to a new
safer position further along the seawall. The Parish
Council would like to thank everyone involved for
their time and effort in completing the work ready
for the D-Day celebrations.

On the morning of 6th June the Dymchurch
Dementia Café kicked off events with a
performance by the Seaside Singers followed by a
quiz and fish and chip lunch in the village hall.

The afternoon saw The Friends of Dymchurch
Recreation holding a 40’s style vintage afternoon
tea for 120 guests. The Village Hall was
transformed back to a war time venue with a
Performance by Miss Holiday and The Swingtones
who had lots of the audience up on their feet
dancing for most of the afternoon.

The culmination of the day was the lighting of the
beacon on the seawall at 9.15pm, which was
accompanied by the Chair of the Parish Council
who read the international tribute to all those who
made the ultimate sacrifice on D-Day and
throughout WW II.
