


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Monday 11th February 2019 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Elson, Cllrs Langley, Mason and Trevennor, the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor and County Councillor Barry Jordan.

19/011      Apologies were received from Cllr Penny. No changes of interest were received.

19/012      The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 17th January 2019. Cllr Trevennor proposed that these be signed as a true record by the Chairman, seconded by Cllr Elson and agreed. The minutes were signed.  

19/013	Planning
a) PA19/00384. Application for extension and alterations at Tresparrett Methodist Church access to Tresparrett Farm for Tresparrett Methodist Church. After some discussion the councillors agreed to return no objections to this application.
b) Reconsultation briefing. The clerk was instructed to refer to Cllr Elson should reconsultation take place.
c) General matters relating to planning. Nothing further.

19/014	Finance.    
a) Cashbook receipts and payments account.  The clerk showed spreadsheets of the current financial situation.  
b) Authorisation of payments due to date.  A request was received from Cornwall Air Ambulance for a donation. Cllr Trevennor proposed a donation of £100 with the proviso that this would be a one-off donation and made in view of the service this organisation provides for this area of North Cornwall, particularly recently in the case of the serious road accident which took place here in July last year. His proposal was seconded by Cllr Langley and agreed.  The following cheques were issued: ch no. 100381, £100 donation to Cornwall Air Ambulance; ch no. 100382 for £35.63 to the clerk for hours worked.
c) Cheque signatories. It was agreed that Cllrs Langley, Penny and Trevennor should become cheque signatories; the clerk to find out the best way of achieving this and downloading any forms etc.

19/015	Report from Cllr Jordan (items 5 and 6 were taken before 4 for the convenience of Cllr Jordan). Cllr Jordan gave a brief report on the progress of the Sowenna facility, which has had its opening put back a little due to new fire regulations coming into force. Staff are being recruited for the facility, which will support children aged 16 to 18 affected by stress due to family issues, bullying and other issues. He had also had a day experiencing police work at first hand in the area.

19/016	Road Safety Measures. Cllr Jordan reported that he had made a site visit and measured the distance between repeater signs in Marshgate, which were within the stated distance.  He reported that road markings for the new 50mph speed limit will shortly be implemented on the A39 through Otterham Station.

19/017	The Triangle Green. Cllr Elson had met with Pete Culver, who had quoted £250 for labour and £405 plus VAT for the materials, namely oak sleepers which could be split for fence posts, and postcrete.  The members agreed this was the cheapest quote they have had, and that they should proceed on this basis. The clerk was instructed to ascertain the best way of making payment to Mr Culver. The remaking of the bench can be done at a later date.

19/018      The telephone kiosk. The clerk had drafted a simple contract. The members agreed some minor changes, then Cllr Elson proposed agreement of the contract, Cllr Langley seconded, and it was agreed. The clerk to implement the changes and pass three copies to the Chairman for signature, after which Cllr Mason can take the copies to Mrs Bladon, the resident who wishes to use the kiosk, for her signature.

19/019	Correspondence had been forwarded, but the clerk read some items received as printed copies, including Cornwall Council information on the new planning area teams and an upcoming review of polling stations.
 

19/020	Reports.  Cllr Langley reported that the hole in the hall drive was now to be covered by an 8m by 8m concrete pad which would incorporate traffic calming profiles.  Any drainage will fall into the hall’s existing draining set-up. He said the hall had received a £500 donation towards the work from Otterham Parish Council.  He reported that the hall’s affairs continue to thrive.
