	County and District Councillors’ and Police Reports.
a) West Dorset Cllr Christopher gave the following report: -

· The Dorset Shadow Council has set the budget and precept for 2019-2020. West Dorset Council Tax payments are increasing, mainly to protect services for vulnerable members of the community.
· Council tax has been harmonised across the whole Dorset Council area.

· He recently attended a conference, which was also attended by the Prime Minister, Energy Minister, Local Government Minister and other members of the government. One of the tops was the future of High Streets’ £650 million additional funding has been given the Local Authorities.

· The informal Marshwood Vale A35 Working Group has looked at how traffic can be diverted safely when the A35 is shut following an incident. There are 20 accesses onto the A35 and 70 junctions on the “diversion” route through the Vale. There are questions regarding the legality and practicality of the scheme.
· He is meeting with Sir Oliver Letwin MP on Friday 1 March for continuing discussion about the A35 issues.

· The final WDDC full council meeting is being held later today (26 February).

A member of the pubic asked Cllr Christopher his view on de-trunking of the A35.  He said that whilst it is a possibility it is a very complex issue and depends on alternative viable routes (e.g. A37 / A303) being improved. If a Dorset National Park is created this could influence the matter.

A member of the public said that he attended the Marshwood Vale diversion route meeting and that the Dorset Police and Crime Commissioner only supports diversion between Bridport and Axminster.

Cllr Glenn spoke about the Parish Council’s efforts regarding pollution levels: -

· Nothing of significance has happened since 2011

· What priority will the new Dorset Council give to this?

· Real progress is needed

· Both councillors and residents feel extremely frustrated at the lack of progress.
Cllr Rogers said that he fears that parish and town councils will lose their voice once the Unitary Dorset Council is in place from 1 April 2019. Will any notice be taken of small parish councils?
b) PCSO Bishop gave the following report: -
· There is nothing specific to report.
· The has been an increase in reports of potential poaching activity – please report any suspicions

· If a criminal activity is taking place ring 999 else 101.

· Vehicles parked at beauty spots and isolated areas are vulnerable and people should always take valuables with them when leaving the vehicle.

The Clerk asked him to send he copies of animal worry posters for display within the Parish. Locals should be aware of the dangers, but visitors often are not. PCSO Bishop said he would send a copy to the Clerk.

	Democratic Period.

Members of the public spoke as follows:

Q. What is happening about the Motions of Notice which were withdrawn at the last Parish Council meeting?
R. Cllr Carey said that the CPC will have an informal meeting and these motions will be considered at this meeting and published through A & I or as acceptable to the Clerk
Q. At the February 2018 Chideock Parish Council meeting it was promised that an “action plan” for the A35 issues would be published but this has not happened.

R. Cllr Glenn said it is hoped that the meeting with HE on 1 March will allow this to be done. The Parish Council has consistently stressed that the are short term and long-term possible actions, but the Parish Council has no powers and carries little weight. The Council tries to influence bodies with powers by reflecting electors’ views when responding to consultations e.g. Road Investment Strategy 2, Major Road Network.  The Parish Council supports the result of the Parish Poll.

Q. These is little support for the Chideock Bypass Working Group’s revised proposal for a bypass through the village – the Parish Poll question was for a bypass outside the village and this was heavily supported.
R. Cllr Rogers said that everyone wants to see progress but given that a Parish Council has no powers over Highways or Air Quality all that can be done is to attempt to influence those who do have powers.
Councillor Glenn reiterated that the Parish Council recognises the result of the Parish Poll but also recognises that there are differing opinions with the parish. It is important that everyone tries to work together, even if they disagree about a bypass route, for the good of the village. It is important to focus on things which can realistically be achieved by bodies such as Highways England and WDDC / Dorset Council.
A member of the public said that regarding the excessive level of pollution there is apparently no concern for the occupants of the approximately 140 dwellings alongside the A35 in Chideock.
