Minutes of a meeting held on Wednesday 28th November 2018 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Cllr Langley (chairing), Cllrs Langley, Mason, Penny and Trevennor, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

18/055      No Apologies were received. Cllr Langley declared an interest in the matter of the planning application under consideration, as he was a customer of the applicant.

18/056      The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 16th August 2018, were signed as a true record by the Chairman. 

18/057	Planning
a) PA18/09747: Roofing on a manure store at Carleton Farm, Marshgate, for Mr Andrew Bolt. After some discussion of the application the members agreed to return no objections.
b) Advanced briefing for council reconsultation protocol. In the event of reconsultation from Cornwall Council, the clerk to refer to Cllr Elson and the agreed comment of “no objections” to be reiterated where appropriate.
c) General matters relating to planning. Nothing further. 

18/058	Finance.    
a) Precept.  The members examined the budget for 2019, noting that election monies were still retained in order to spread the cost of the next election without raising the precept. Cllr Trevennor proposed adoption of a £1,800 precept, in line with the previous year, which was seconded by Cllrs Langley and Penny, and agreed nem con.  
b) The clerk then presented the Cashbook Spreadsheet for the period up to the meeting. 
c) [bookmark: _GoBack]Authorisation of payments due to date.  The following cheques were issued: chq no. 100373 for £500 to Mr Ron Mason for grass cutting and footpath maintenance, 100374 for £200 to Tresparrett Methodist Church, 100375 for £200 to St Juliot Church, 100376 for £100 to Otterham School PTA, 100377 for £100 to Otterham and St Juliot Hall, 100378 for £84.34 to the clerk for hours worked. 

18/059	Road safety measures. No further information received. The clerk was instructed to make contact with Cllr Barry Jordan and ask about progress, also with Otterham Parish Council, who may have progress to report and who are currently administering monies from the Otterham Wind Turbine Community Benefit which could be used for the measures. Cllr Penny reported that Cllr Jordan has written another report for the Four Parishes magazine, and she herself has written one on the speed of drivers coming through the village.

18/060	The Triangle Green. Cllr Penny reported that Mr Peter Culver had expressed an interest in undertaking the work, so Cllrs Elson and Langley will arrange to meet him onsite. Cllr Elson felt the posts, perhaps old sleepers halved, should be around 1 metre above ground for safety and best aesthetic effect, and also high enough for Mr Clark to move his mower underneath.

18/061      Cllr Penny had had an approach from a resident nearby, who would like to use the decommissioned telephone booth owned by the PC as a book swap/lending library. While the members thought this a good idea and use of the facility, they instructed the clerk to look into the legalities.

18/062      Correspondence was received.

18/063	Reports.  Cllr Langley reported that the hall affairs continued to thrive and the committee planned to update the lighting to LED lighting, also the stained carpeting in the small committee room, used by the council, would be replaced with non-textile non-slip flooring.

18/064	Notice of Parish events, etc.  There is a whist drive for WI funds on 10th December, and another the preceding week for the Camelford Show.  Tickets are selling well for the New Year’s party at the hall.
