	The financial report for the year 2022-23 to date was received and accepted. Payments in accordance with budget were approved: Clerk salary: £288.82; HMRC (PAYE): £72.20, Poyntington Village Hall £15 hall hire plus £730 previously approved. 
Pay Award The council agreed to increase the clerk’s pay from April 2023 as per the NALC agreement of November 2022, amounting to £1 per hour increase.
Budget 2023-24 The council agreed a budget of £7325, with increases to all regular donations for grounds maintenance. It was also agreed to request a precept of £7446 representing a 4% increase - £1.56 on a Band D charge. This is to cover increased costs and raise the level of council reserves.

	Rights of Way: 
1. DMMO Applications: (Cllrs Buckland & Dimond took no part in decisions)
a. Goathill: RoWLO Hart has noticed that there are two mistakes on the definitive map in the Goathill area: The Dorset and Somerset bridleways N2/2 and WN 17/34 don't meet up, and the Somerset footpath WN 17/33 ends at the parish/county boundary, 50m short of Goathill Road.  The Dorset Definitive Map Team has advised that the first issue is a Somerset problem and should be resolved by SCC. The second issue is in Dorset and a DMMO will be required. Mr Hart has prepared the application to add the missing section of footpath to the definitive map and the council agreed to submit it.
b. Pinford Lane: The idea of opening Pinford Lane for public use has been raised several times in the past. The rights of way liaison officer has looked into the history of the lane and has been advised there is sufficient evidence to support a DMMO application. Previous moves to open the lane have come from Sherborne residents and Milborne Port Parish Council and it is felt that there would be considerable benefit to these two communities. It was therefore agreed that the clerk should write to Milborne Port Parish Council and Sherborne Town Council to suggest that the three councils submit a joint DMMO application for a bridleway.
2. Whittington Lane, Sherborne Town Council has given its approval to formally dedicate the lane as a footpath and the town clerk will now progress the matter. 
Sheeplands Lane, Cllr Legg is liaising with Dorset Council Definitve Map Team about possibly creating a permissive route for horse riders on the other side of the hedge to the north of the road. Sherborne Town Council will consider the issue and Cllr Legg will report back to the parish council.
Oborne Fingerpost damage. The council agreed to a quote of £100 from the Dorset Fingerpost Project for a non-serrated bracket and two collars. The bracket is not yet available, but the clerk will deliver the old bracket to the Project workshop in due course.
Damaged fingerposts on the B3145 Three fingers from the two Poyntington signs and one from the toll house/Oborne junction have been broken due to penetration of water. The clerk’s husband has volunteered to remake the fingers and Cllr Perryman offered old oak floorboards for the purpose. The letters can be used again and some paint is still available. The council agreed to pay for any further materials within reason.
Proposal to introduce Poyntington street name signs The council discussed the idea, but decided not to proceed due to the costs involved and the probability that not all residents would be in favour. Cllr Simnett offered to make a new village map with house names, to be installed inside the telephone box.
Items for the next Agenda: Cllr Perryman reported that Oborne now has a defibrillator and it was agreed that the council should discuss installing one in Poyntington. Parish council laptop.
