Stephen Harrod (SH) delivered David Turner’s report which arrived via email

There was one incidence of anti-social behaviour in Chalgrove and a break-in at a compound at The Farm in Rectory Road, Great Haseley but nothing was taken. There were no crime reports for Great Milton.

Village Maintenance
· The Clerk is liaising with various tree specialists about quotations for a visual tree assessment across the Parish.

· The painting of the Sandy Lane Bus Shelter planned for end of week.

· The clearing of the Oxen Piece ditch is to be referred to Highways.

· The repair to the second allotment water tank is pending.

· The two new dog bin locations have been approved by the technical officer at South Oxfordshire District Council (SODC). Le Manoir has offered to sponsor the purchase and installation of the bins. 

· The Clerk had written to both the residents of Pegswell Lane and to Field Officer Jonathan Beale at Countryside Services to inform them of the PC’s decision not to invest in improvements to Pegswell Lane. A site visit from Countryside Services is to be arranged to establish what maintenance they could provide.

Highways

· The installation of posts and chains for the A329 verge opposite the Van Sales Company in Milton Common is scheduled to be complete by end of September.
· Advance warning signs have now been put in place approaching the Give Way where Windmill Hill meets Sworford Lane.
· It was noted that the Parish Council is disappointed not to have yet heard about a ‘Deep Cleanse’ for our area as promised by SODC. It had been hoped that this could tackle the weeds in the pavements at Lobb Hill.
