18/1028 Welcome by the Chairman
	  The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.

18/1030 Disclosable Pecuniary Interests

18/1031 Grant Request 
	    The Committee reconsidered a grant request from Holy Trinity Church for help to
        purchase tables to use for messy church/craft sessions.
	 RESOLVED – to award a grant of £200 to Holy Trinity Church, Wrockwardine 
	  Wood towards purchasing new tables.

18/1032 Royal British Legion
        The	Clerk updated the Committee on the cost of purchasing a ‘Silent Soldier’ 
        silhouette from the Royal British Legion as part of the commemorations to mark 
        100 years since the end of the 1st World War. Designs which cost £250 each.

        The Committee discussed several options, as concerns were raised that a large 
        portion of the cost of a ‘Silent Soldier’ went towards the production costs and not 
        the RBL. It was noted that several silhouettes have already been stolen.

  RESOLVED – that the Parish Council will award a grant of £500 towards building
  a memorial garden at Holy Trinity Church, Wrockwardine Wood to commemorate 
  the end of World War I.

  The Committee discussed making a donation to the Royal British Legion to support 
  their work.

	     RESOLVED – to award a grant of £250 to the Royal British Legion.

	     The Clerk was tasked to liaise with Rev. Loughran and the PET Team to design
 	     and plant a memorial garden, which would be dedicated by Rev. Loughran as 
        part of the WW1 Remembrance Sunday service.
