


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Wednesday 28th June 2023 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, S Penny and Trevennor, Cornwall Councillor Barry Jordan, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

23/19        Apologies were received from Cllr I Penny.  No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
23/20	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 24th May 2023, were agreed, a slight amendment made, and signed as a true record by the Chairman. 
 
23/21	Planning. 
a) PA23/04412: Demolition of existing rural building (recently approved for change of use to a dwelling under PA21/09173) and erection of replacement dwelling, together with associated works. Lower Pennycrocker, St Juliot, Boscastle, Cornwall PL35 0BY. After discussion the council agreed to return no objections to the plan, but to suggest that it include solar panels.
b) PA23/04352: proposed alteration to part of existing garage, shed, alteration to the shed roof and walls, change an existing window in the garage, add two windows to the garage at Treway House Tresparrett, for Mr and Mrs J Fisher. The council returned no objections to the plan.
c) General matters relating to planning. The council’s attention had been drawn to the hedge at Highway View in Tresparrett, which is overhanging the road and could be a hazard to traffic. Cllr Langley had contacted the resident, who has employed two young men to cut back the hedge when it is legally permissible. It had been suggested that the original building on this plot should have been demolished when the new one was built: the clerk was instructed to look at the original plans.

23/22	Finance
a) The financial statement could not be produced due to the situation with the bank account, although the clerk had received an up-to-date bank statement, which she showed.
b) No payments were authorized, as payments are not currently possible.
c) The bank account. Cllr Trevennor and the clerk had contacted Lloyds Bank, which offers a Treasurers’ Account tailored to parish councils, clubs, etc. They had spent over an hour on the phone starting the application, but when the pack of forms arrived, Cllr Langley’s surname had been rendered incorrectly. They had therefore contacted Lloyds, who will send out a new pack. Cllr Mason expressed concern at the delay, as council grants to the chapel, hall and PTA will be late. The clerk will include a letter emphasizing the urgency of starting up the account as quickly as possible. The bank clerk had advised that, to obtain online banking, the parish clerk should also be a signatory. Cllr Jordan confirmed that this does not breach any rules.
d) The AGAR. The clerk is unable to proceed with this because of the situation with HSBC and will seek a further extension to the deadline, which falls on 30th June.

23/23	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting.

23/24	Reports. The Chairman reported that the hall now has new heating which is working very well, having cost around £13,000. If desired, the hall committee could apply for a CIL grant to cover this.
	Roy Biscombe will cut the grass in Tresparrett, but Cllr Langley does not yet have a quote from him.
Cllr Jordan reported that he met with Oliver Jones from Cornwall Council and the vice-chairman of Otterham Parish Council about speed monitoring, especially on the dangerous hill by Fahey’s Quarry. Otterham Council wish to site speed limit warning signs in the area, but will need permission from land owners. The council agreed that they would allow this, and Cllr Jordan will pass on this permission. 
Cllr Jordan also visited with the West Country Rivers Trust and the Redruth Geothermal site. There are now plans to site a geothermal installation at Tregath Industrial Area in Camelford, where the granite is hotter than at Redruth.
Cornwall Councillors have met with representatives from Tesco, who plan to build a supermarket on land north of the A39 in Camelford. This would be a 20,000sq ft store with parking for 160 vehicles and creating 100 jobs.  
The new Community Area Partnership has met, and Cllr Jordan suggested St Juliot Council should become involved, as it will benefit the parish financially. Cllr Trevennor agreed to become the rep for CAP.

23/25	AOB, notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish. Camelford Show is the next big event in the parish, and Cllr Jordan said the Chairman of Cornwall Council would be attending with her husband.
