


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Tuesday 19th March 2019 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Elson, Cllrs Langley, Mason, Penny and Trevennor, the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor, County Councillor Barry Jordan and Tresparrett residents Mr Ian Barnes and Mr Andreas Pompe.

19/022      Apologies were received from Mr John Conway. No changes of interest were received.

19/023      The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 11th February 2019. The Chairman proposed that he sign the minutes, which was agreed. The minutes were signed.  

19/024	Planning
a) PA18/11903 EAST. Application for approval of the reserved matters in respect of approval PA16/06323 for access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale of the proposed dwelling on land beside Water Treatment Works, Tresparrett. The meeting noted that amendments had been made to the application, including obscured glass in windows, reduced footprint of the proposed building and slightly lowered roof profile. Mr Barnes and Mr Pompe both expressed concern at the likely loss of privacy on their adjoining properties. The councillors felt the proposed building was not in keeping with other dormer bungalows in the neighbourhood and indeed did not meet the definitions of a dormer bungalow. They felt there would be an overlooking issue and that the amendments to the plans had not addressed this. They also expressed concerns about the property boundaries and felt the plan drawings misrepresented the current hedgeline, which actually had at least one large gap in it. They therefore agreed to object to the proposal.
b) Advance briefing for reconsultation protocol. In the event of reconsultation, the clerk to refer to the Chairman.
c) General matters relating to planning. None.

19/025	Finance.    
a) Cashbook receipts and payments account.  The clerk showed a spreadsheet of the current financial situation, which had not altered from the last meeting.
b) Authorisation of payments due to date.  The following cheques were issued: ch no. 100383 for £38.23 to the clerk for hours worked, ch no. 100384 for £310 to Mr Pete Culver for work carried out at the Triangle Green.
c) Cheque signatories. Cllr Langley showed new signatory forms issued by HSBC which would need to be signed by all members. Cllr Penny to take copies of the forms.

19/026	Report from Cllr Jordan (items 5 and 7 were taken before 4 for the convenience of Cllr Jordan). Cllr Jordan reported that high speed broadband is now available by satellite from Goonhilly for subscribers with poor broadband speed.  He said Cornwall Council had allocated a million pounds for the provision of 27 nurses in schools in the Duchy to provide mental health care for children affected by bullying, family problems and other stress issues. 

19/027	New Clerk.  The Chairman will approach John Conway and formally ask him to take the position of clerk.  Mrs Trevennor can then arrange a handover meeting.

19/028	Road Safety Measures. Cllr Jordan reported that he was still trying to get the community speedwatch implemented for the village but it was proving slow work.  He suggested that the police, especially PC Mike Dodds, be invited to the annual parish meeting.

19/029	The Triangle Green. Pete Culver has carried out the work, which looks good.  The Chairman has had to pay Mr Culver and there was concern that reimbursement cheques for labour and materials would have to be made out to Cllr Elson and also signed by him. But there does not appear to be any other way to do this. A brief meeting may have to be held to do this in an appropriate and transparent manner.

19/030     Footpaths. The Chairman had enclosed a stretch of footpath across his land because walkers had been frightened by cattle, but the protected footpaths had become somewhat overgrown.  The Local Maintenance Partnership grant offer had been raised to £735 to cover the fenced stretch.  Cllr Elson to ask Mr Ron Mason if he will take on this stretch of footpath, as he has now taken on his grandson Harry as a helper.  

19/031	Correspondence had been forwarded, but the clerk read the Cornwall Council information on the review of polling stations.

19/032	Reports.  Cllr Langley had attended Otterham Parish Council meeting and had successfully applied for funds from their wind farm fund. He had been given £500, which will be used to repair the hole in the hall car park with a slab of concrete 8m by 8m.  He reported that the hall’s affairs continue to thrive, with plenty of bookings.

[bookmark: _GoBack]19/033	Notice of Parish events, etc.  Mrs Trevennor reported that Marshgate WI are planning an event at the hall on 29th June as part of Jill Lamede’s Magical Moments in North Cornwall project to celebrate the 60th anniversary of the AONB.

The date for the Annual Parish Meeting and annual meeting of the Parish Council was set for Tuesday 21st May at 7.30pm.

There being no more business, the meeting closed at 9.25pm. The councillors then presented Mrs Trevennor with a bouquet of flowers and a card to thank her for serving as clerk since February 2015. She is now retiring.
