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	Rights of Way: 
1. DMMO Applications: (Cllr Buckland took no part in the decision)
Pinford Lane: Following the decision at the last meeting to write to Milborne Port Parish Council and Sherborne Town Council to suggest that the three councils submit a joint DMMO application for a bridleway, it was reported that Jim Hart had been invited to both councils to outline his research. Sherborne Town Council welcomed the proposal and agreed in principle to go forward at its meeting on January 9th. Milborne Port resolved at a meeting of the full council on February 7th to submit the joint application. This was followed by a meeting of chairs and clerks of all three councils, where it was agreed that the 3 clerks should sign the application, to be submitted by the Sherborne Town Clerk. 
The council resolved to submit a joint application with Sherborne Town Council and Milborne Port Parish Council for a DMMO for a bridleway at Pinford Lane. This will now go to the Sherborne Town Council meeting on March 6th, after which the clerks will meet to sign the documents and covering letters to be sent to affected owners/occupiers.
2. Whittington Lane, Sherborne Town Council has given its approval to formally dedicate the lane as a footpath, but would like to move part of the path to the other side of the hedge. The council saw no problem with this.
3. Coombe Farm bridleway, A large animal feeder that had been placed across the bridleway in front of the stile has now been moved, following an instruction from Dorset Council. It was noted that the ground is very churned up.
DMMO Expenses The clerk informed the council that the British Horse Society has agreed a payment of £225 to cover expenses for the Back Lane Poyntington and two Oborne applications. This will be ring-fenced for rights of way expenses going forward.
Sheeplands Lane, There has been no progress since the last meeting.
Oborne Fingerpost damage. As agreed at the last meeting a non-serrated bracket and two collars were purchased from the Dorset Fingerpost Project. This has now been fitted.
Damaged fingerposts on the B3145 The damaged fingers on the the two Poyntington signs and one from the toll house/Oborne junction have now been remade by Ned Edwards using old oak floorboards donated by Cllr Perryman and the original letters and left-over paint. Other fingers on the northern Poyntington sign have now deteriorated and will need remaking. Cllr Perryman offered more oak boards. The council agreed to pay for any necessary materials.
Defibrillators It was agreed that following the installation of 2 defibrillators in Oborne, Poyntington should consider acquiring one. Cllr Simnett agreed to put this on the agenda of the village meeting.
To decide parish council S137 donations for this year: It was decided to give £70 each to The Air Ambulance, Citizens Advice and Sherborne Food Bank.
Renewal of the parish council laptop: The clerk reported that the laptop is not completely reliable and may need replacing soon.
