Cllr Daniell arrived at 19.10 and sat at the rear of the room and did not take part in discussions.
26/22-23		Public Participation Session
Concerns that the website requires updating. Clerk will update sections and share with councillors for comments.
Concerns that the council were not fully transparent in their comments for planning application R22/0535. It was confirmed by the clerk that a meeting had to be cancelled due to the death of Her Majesty. As no meeting could be called the Clerk asked councillors for comments on this application and collated these to form a response to submit to RBC. The comments are listed for approval this evening. Cllr Daniell did not take part in any discussions. The Clerk read the comments submitted to RBC. The Council reassured members of the public that the Parish Council is a consultee and does not make decisions regarding planning applications and is the responsibility of RBC. Cllr Warwick confirmed the process and response was correct. (Cllr Warwick arrived at 19.30)
It was reported that letters were not sent to local residents and the site notice was posted at the opposite end of the village. This is a matter to be raised with RBC as the Parish Council is not responsible.
It was raised that every planning application could be listed by the Clerk. Cllr Warwick confirmed this would be difficult to manage and could leave the council open to challenge due to staff holidays or should an application be accidentally missed.
If any members of the public have concerns around an application, you can report these to Cllr Gillias.

28/22-23		News from Rugby Borough Council (RBC) and Warwickshire County Council.

Cllr Warwick reported that there is a proposed large development at Ansty providing 7500 jobs, around 1500 HGV movements per day. This will increase traffic in the villages, is inappropriate development in the Green Belt. Urge everyone to attend the Open event at Ansty Golf Club between 2pm and 7pm. Consultants will attend village meetings if required. This site does not meet the Government levelling up policy.
