


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Thursday 18th August 2022 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, S Penny and Trevennor, Cornwall Cllr Barry Jordan, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

22/78       Apologies were received from Cllr I Penny.

22/79       No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
22/80	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 13th July 2022, were agreed and signed as a true record. Matters arising. The clerk had found a large map of the parish in the parish papers, which shows the boundary between St Juliot and Otterham. Cllr Trevennor had made inquiries into having the map reproduced, but found the lowest quote locally was £15. He is still looking into it and will try to obtain four copies. Cllr Jordan suggested trying the Cornwall Council website. 
 
22/81	Planning. 
a) General matters relating to planning. The members discussed the unapproved removal of a Cornish hedge at the new property at the western end of Marshgate, but there does not appear to be anything to be done about it.

22/82	Finance
a) The AGAR. The external auditors had been in touch about the AGAR form, which had not been received, the clerk being under the impression that the previous clerk had completed the procedures. Although complete records do not appear to have been kept, the members agreed the AGAR should be adopted, as the auditors had already mentioned a £40 fine for late submission. The AGAR was proposed by the clerk, seconded by Cllr Penny and agreed nem con.
b) Financial report. The clerk showed the cashbook spreadsheet, which was proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Mason and approved, and signed by the Chairman. Cllr Trevennor had been in contact with HSBC in an attempt to get the address details for the bank account changed, and had been advised by HSBC that he needed to complete an online mandate. 
c) Authorisation of payments due to date. There were no payments issued.

22/83	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting, but there remained an online survey about safety and a digital online course.  Cllr Penny took the survey to complete. There was discussion about the newly imposed 20mph speed limits, which were felt to be generally disregarded by many motorists. Cllr Jordan has been in contact with the police and MP Scott Mann, and hopes to initiate the installation of proper monitoring equipment. On a recent speedwatch he reported a van had been recorded as travelling through Marshgate near the shop at 55mph and a Range Rover at 47mph.

22/84	Reports. The Camelford Show had been a most successful event and enjoyed by all. 
Less enjoyable was the illegal rave held at Davidstow on the Jubilee weekend, which had caused a great deal of inconvenience and noise. Cllr Jordan reported that the police had become aware of online messages, but the venue seemed to change from one place to another, and officers were busy with the Jubilee events. By the time they attended access gates had been broken open, ten sound systems had been set up and hundreds of attendees had arrived onsite. Many were too drunk or affected by drugs to be safely turned away. Cllr Jordan described the scene as “anarchy”. The police managed to turn away several thousands by blocking routes, but a great deal of damage was caused to the site, and the Forestry Commission has only just been able to open it for public access.
Cllr Jordan mentioned a rumour that another would be held on the August Bank Holiday weekend, but said precautions are being taken. 

22/85	AOB, notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish. Cllr Langley reported that the harvest supper is going ahead on 17th September. Cllr Jordan spoke of the moves to elect a Mayor for Cornwall, which may be the subject of a referendum, and some discussion took place.
