


St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Wednesday 24th May 2023 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason and Trevennor.  Cornwall Cllr Barry Jordan and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor were in attendance.

1. Welcome by the Chairman.  The Chairman Cllr Langley welcomed the attendees.

2. Apologies and minutes.  There were apologies from Cllrs I and S Penny, who had a prior engagement. The minutes of the Annual Parish and Annual Meetings were agreed and signed.

3. Reports to the Parish:
a) The Parish Council Chairman’s Report.  Cllr Langley reported that the scaffolding bridge he had constructed at Tresparrett has still not been replaced by the council. The clerk mentioned that priority should be given to parish insurance. Mr Phil Pomeroy has been paid for his work last year, and the grass has ow been cut by a local man, Mr Roy Biscumbe, who may take the job over.  
b) County Councillor.  Cllr Jordan had attended a Cornwall Council meeting and was pleased to report that they have agreed to choose local farm produce over imports for their offices to protect the interests of local farmers. The first meeting of the Community Area Partnership will be held on 12th June, 6.30pm at Crackington Institute, and will have a £52,000 budget, so St Juliot would be able to apply for funds. One possibility is traffic speed control monitors for the villages. Cllr Jordan had mentioned potholes in the local roads, and was planning to take Oliver Jones from Highways to inspect some of these. Cllr Trevennor asked if any precautions are being taken against a recurrence of the rave on the airfield. Cllr Jordan said it is being monitored, both locally and on social media, and barriers have been installed at the site. Cllr Langley thanked him.
c) Parish organisations.  The village hall continues to do well. The Mowesi Marshgate (WI) are doing well, although membership is still smaller than before. They are doing housework at the telephone kiosk, which is updated, restocked and cleaned regularly. Cllr Mason had had an inquiry from Tresparrett Chapel about the upkeep donation, but we are not in a position to pay this with the current situation around the bank account.

4. Consideration of parish matters not requiring prior notice.  Cllr Mason mentioned that hedging at Highway View in Tresparrett has become rather a hazard as it restricts sightlines along the road. Cllr Langley will follow up.

5. Chairman’s closing address and thanks. The Chairman thanked all the attendees. 

St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of the Parish Council Annual Meeting held on Wednesday 24th May 2023 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate, following the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason and Trevennor.  The Clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor was in attendance.

23/08        Apologies for absence/Declaration of interest.  There were apologies from Cllrs I and S Penny.  All members reported no changes in Declaration of Interests. 

23/09        Election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Mason proposed that Cllr Langley be re-elected as Chairman, seconded by Cllr Trevennor, which was then agreed nem con.  Cllr Langley then proposed that Cllr Trevennor should be re-elected as Vice-Chairman, which was seconded by Cllr Mason and agreed.

23/10       Minutes of the last meeting.  The minutes of the last meeting held on 20th April 2023 were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman.

23/11	Review of the Standing Orders. These had been circulated before the meeting.  Cllr Trevennor proposed that these be readopted, which was agreed and the Standing Orders were signed by the Chairman.

23/12        Review of the Risk Assessment.  This had been circulated before the meeting. Cllr Trevennor remarked that much of the risk assessment is to do with financial risk, and with the bank account still not sorted out, he proposed that the review of the Risk Assessment be deferred until the council was in a better position to vote on it. This was agreed. The laptop had been returned to the council by the previous clerk broken and unusable, and should therefore be removed from the risk assessment, although the council might decide to invest in a new one at some stage.

23/13	PA23/03493. Access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale for previously approved dwelling on land north of Trethvor, Tresparrett.  The council had previously objected to this proposal, fearing it could lead to ribbon development, and had pointed out that it was outside the building line and the house seemed overlarge. Cllr Trevennor had spoken to the relevant planning officer, who had said the building was outside the building line but within “rounding up” outlines. The councillors felt the building’s proposed appearance was in keeping with local housing, and agreed to comment with “no objections”.

23/14        General matters relating to planning.  Nothing to report.

23/15       Finance.
a) Annual financial statement to 31st March 2023.  Because the previous clerk Mr Conway has not handed over a complete record of bank statements, it had not been possible for the clerk to present an accurate end of year spreadsheet, but she had produced an outline one. Bank statements for the period from November last year are missing, although she had received one for April 2023.
b) Adoption of the financial statement.  This to be carried out when the statement is available.
c) AGAR. The council audits department has agreed to the deadline for this being put back to 30th June. If we need to postpone it again, we can apply to do so.
d) Bank account. Cllr Trevennor had applied to the Co-op Bank, after being advised that they could provide a suitable account for a parish council. However, this proved impossible, as the online application mechanism rejected the name “St Juliot Parish Council” and stated that we are Ineligible for the recommended account. He therefore looked into Lloyds Bank, and found that the Treasurer’s Account would be suitable, and is applied for by phone, which should be less problematic. It was agreed that all councillors should be signatories, and those present supplied their ID information as required. Cllr Trevennor to follow up with Cllrs I and S Penny, who have already agreed to act as signatories.
e) Authorisation of payments due to date. There are just two cheques remaining, and the clerk advised that parish insurance be given priority, as we do not wish to be left without cover in case of exigency. Cheque no. 100414 was written for BHIB for £419.75 as the premium now due. The clerk agreed to defer her remuneration, as there now remains only one cheque, which must be kept for the transfer of funds at the changeover of the bank account. Cllr Trevennor submitted an invoice for £34.80 for the parish maps, and Cllr Mason kindly took one to take to the pub.
f) CIL. A request has been received again this year for a report on the spending of the £495 we received from CIL, which will need to be spent by 2025. Cllr Langley to look into whether the school are still needing funds for their adventure playground. Cllr Mason asked whether a bench could be purchased for the green in Tresparrett, which originally had one. The clerk has had emails from companies offering Coronation commemorative benches. 
 
23/16       Correspondence had been forwarded as received.

23/17       Reports.   There were no further reports. 
 
23/18       Notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish.  The Mowesi have a Bingo Night on 8th September at Camelford Hall, proceeds to be split between the WI and the Camelford Christmas Lights. The annual strawberry supper will be held at the hall a week Saturday, with the Cobweb Crew performing.
