


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Thursday 20th April 2023 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny and Trevennor, Cornwall Councillor Barry Jordan, Mr and Mrs Jason Bickersteth, Mr Steve Simmonds and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

23/01        Apologies were received from Cllr S Penny.  No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
23/02	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 24th November 2022, were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman. 
 
23/03	Planning. 
a) PA23/02626: Application for ground floor extensions at Marshgate Post Office and Shop to create new disabled access toilet, conversion of storeroom to café with wood burner, for Mr and Mrs Jason Bickersteth. Cllr Penny declared an interest, as his wife works at the shop. The councillors viewed the plans and discussed implications for parking, which were not felt to be prohibitive. Cllr Mason then left the meeting. As the council was not now quorate, it was not possible to return a decision to Cornwall Council, and the clerk was instructed to convey this to County.  
b) General matters relating to planning. 

23/04	Finance
a) The financial statement was shown, although under the current circumstances it was impossible for the clerk to produce an accurate statement, and this was read but not signed. The precept for this year half had been received.
b) Authorisation of payments due to date. Cheque no. 100413 for £35 was issued for Mr Phil Pomeroy for grass cutting, replacing the earlier cheque which was written for £30 in error. The clerk is due remuneration, but in view of the fact that there are only two cheques remaining, she agreed to hold her claim for payment over.
c) The AGAR. The clerk is unable to proceed with this because of the situation with HSBC. Cllr Jordan advised that the parish council must seek an extension to the deadline of 30th June, and the clerk was instructed to do so.
d) The bank account. The situation remains that HSBC still regard the previous clerk Mr John Conway as the account holder, but he has now forgotten the security protocols and there is therefore no one who can access the account. The clerk is not in receipt of bank statements unless Mr Conway sends them over. Cllr Jordan will remind Mr Conway to send over any he has received. Cllr Trevennor has spent some time looking into a solution, and has identified a Co-op Bank account designed for community groups as suitable. The plan would be to write a cheque/s for the amount remaining in the HSBC account and transfer it to the new Co-op account. However, the council agreed that Cornwall Council should be asked for advice before proceeding as, for example, any residue remaining in the account might incur bank charges which could accrue. The parish council would endeavor to obviate this problem by writing to HSBC stating that the account was closed and no further charges should be levied.

23/05	The Annual Meeting and Parish Meeting. As this is customarily held in May, the date was agreed for Wednesday 17th May.

23/06	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting, but there remained some information about the Local Maintenance Partnership and footpath cutting. The councillors agreed to leave the situation as it is, with St Juliot PC cutting only the green in Tresparrett.

23/07	Reports. The Chairman reported that the hall has had problems with the heating involving some expenditure, but that it is now resolved and the new heat pump installation has a three year guarantee and is much more energy-efficient.  Use of the hall continues to rise, although not yet to pre-covid levels. 
Wendy Trevennor reported that Mowesi Marshgate are thriving; although membership has fallen this year, this may be temporary as some members have yet to pay their subs.
Cllr Jordan reported that the proposal for a Mayor of Cornwall has been scrapped. From next October waste and recycling collections will change in the parish in line with new policy to recycle as much as possible, including food waste. The new Community Area Partnerships scheme will see £52,000 allocated to the parishes, and Cllr Jordan encouraged St Juliot councillors to become involved by attending the first meeting on 12th June, 7pm at Crackington Institute. The Chairman thanked Cllr Jordan for his report.

23/08	AOB, notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish. Mr Simmonds, a resident of St Juliot, asked the council to consider writing to the Highways Authority about scraping away the accumulation of mud and animal waste that builds up, particularly on minor roads in the area, so that a “central verge” of earth and grass develops in the middle of the road.  This causes a significant safety issue for cyclists and motorcyclists, who need to position themselves centrally on the road for visibility and often because of overhanging branches at the sides. The council instructed the clerk to draft a letter to this effect.
